larger shop sales area selling our own stone-
ground flour, oats, gifts and souvenirs.

The Bakehouse
The original bakehouse in front of the mill will be re-
opened as a baking school providing a centre for
teaching and demonstraftng tradiftonal baking skills.
Re-opening the bakery means that visitors will be
able to bake bread using flour ground at the mill and
baking will take
place on site for
the first ftme in
over 100 years

The Rear Yard

A new car park will be created
together with outside space for
tradiftonal displays, exhibiftons
and a sail maintenance area.
The dilapidated garage at the
rear will be converted

into  much
toilet faciliftes.

The Windmill

With the new sails being fifted this summer, the

mill will soon be fully operaftonal and milling once

again. Development plans for the windmill include

moving the mill shop from the ground floor of the
